15-22 of the Regulation) guarantee you the right to access information concerning you at
any time, to have it integrated and/or rectified, if it is inaccurate or incomplete, and to cancel it, if it has been
processed unlawfully, and the right to the portability of the information you have provided, when processed
using automated means for the contractual services you have requested, within the limits of the provisions of
the Regulation (art. 20). Privacy laws also give you the right to limit data processing, if the conditions are met,
and to oppose data processing for reasons relating to your particular situation.

We would like to remind you that you may withdraw your consent at any time; withdrawal of consent does not
affect the lawfulness of processing carried out before consent is withdrawn.
